9 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984  
 
The effect of the Order:  
 

1. To introduce double red lines (No Stopping At Any Time) on Roebuck Lane, 
Buckhurst Hill at the entrances of two off street parking areas associated with the 
flats development of Roebuck Heights.

Removing vehicular 
parking will enhance access for motorists and promote safety for all 
Highway users.

4. The prohibitions and restrictions imposed by this Order shall be in addition to and 

not in derogation from any restrictions or requirement imposed by regulations 
made or having effect as if made under the Act or by any other enactment.
