Statement of Reasons

1. Tointroduce No Stopping at Any Time (Double red line) restrictions the North
kerb of Grange Farm Lane, Chigwell for approximately 102m from its junction
with High Road (A113).

2. To Introduce No Stopping at Any Time (Double red line) restrictions on both
sides of Nazeing Common Road, Nazeing, from its junction with Middle Street
for approximately 189m on the South side and 76m on the North side in an
Easterly direction.

Grange Farm Lane suffers from inappropriate parking on both sides of the road,
reducing road width and preventing the free flow of traffic from its roundabout
junction with High Road. Preventing parking on the North side of the carriageway will
improve traffic flow and safety.

Nazeing Common Road suffers inappropriate parking on its South kerb adjacent to
the sports field and play area. The introduction of restrictions is intended to improve
safety for pedestrians (particularly children) in the vicinity of the play area. The
restriction will also improve sight lines and traffic flow along Nazeing Common Road.
The introduction of restrictions on both sides of the road is intended to address any
displacement of parked vehicles away from the roundabout junction and play area to
more suitable locations.

To prevent inappropriate parking close to reduce hazards and improve sight lines for
both vehicles and pedestrians.

Permanent Orders Section 1(1) of the 1984 Act states that local traffic authorities in
England and Wales (outside London)2 may make permanent orders for the following
purposes:

« To avoid danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or to
prevent the likelihood of any such danger arising;

* To facilitate the passage on the road or any other road of any class of traffic

4. The prohibitions and restrictions imposed by this Order shall be in addition to and not in
derogation from any restrictions or requirement imposed by regulations made or having
effect as if made under the Act or by any other enactment.
